Its small area of habitat and the fact that it
shelters from the tropical day time
temperatures in caves and between boulders
make it a rare find indeed.

This wine is typical of a premium Western
Australian Chenin Blanc with fragrant tropical
fruit characters on the nose which follows
through to the palate.

Quality grapes from the Smith and
Kendall vineyards in the Swan Valley and
Harvie vineyards in the Geographe were used to
produce this wine.
